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Example Mini Saga

Odin, seeking True Wisdom, travelled to Mimir’s Well. Mimir told Odin
that he must sacrifice his own eye in order to drink from the well.

Realising the importance of knowledge, Odin boldly ripped out his eye and
dropped it in the well. Then, he drank the water, increasing his knowledge.
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‘Saga’ is an Old Norse word for narrative’.

You are going to write a mini saga that follows these rules:

+ A mini saga is exactly 50 words in length (ot including the title).
Not 49 words, not 51. Exactly 50.

* Your mini saga needs a title, and this can help with the story

Hints and Tips

First write the story as briefly as possible but without worrying
about the word count. Then you can start editing.

Adjectives and adverbs can often be removed.

Contractions are useful (e.g. couldn’)

Hyphens can be used (correctly)

Semi-colons can be used to join sentences.
